Critical Reading Journal Presentation Preparation
To be prepared for a 5 minute conference, please consider:
· Your conference will last for 5 minutes.  You need to lead the conference and plan for the time;  if you go longer than 5 minutes, I will stop your presentation.  If you are under 4 minutes, or are unable to lead the conversation, your grade will be no higher than a C. 
· At least 10-15 post it notes you’ve prepared to guide your presentation that provide summaries, bullet points, ideas, thoughts for what you want to speak about.

· You should plan to spend between 2-3 hours preparing for this presentation.

· Rehearsal/practice/timing of your entire presentation at least 2-3 times, preferably with a classmate or two. NOTE: if you simply read off your Post-It notes, you will receive no higher than a C—this needs to be a practiced, rehearsed, and confident presentation that you know well in your head.

· You should have at least 30 CRJ entries total; plan to focus on at least 5-7 in depth during your conference and use evidence from those entries as part of your presentation.

· 3-6 books total;  ONE classic required (one letter grade deduction if no classic is presented).
· Enough information to talk for 7 minutes, knowing you only need to talk for 5 minutes.

· Your conference is worth 100 assessment points.  

What To Discuss:
(Choose 3 or 4 of these)
· If you are writing for a set amount of time each day, show how much you are writing has increased.
· Point out the vocabulary you are using: the slight changes in sentence structure and word choice.
· Compare the type of writing you do about more books you loved compared to those you did not love.
· Show some of the struggles you have had in writing about difficult texts and how you were able to deal with these obstacles.
· Point out the writing/entries that makes you the most proud.  
· Focus on one text, showing the progression through this novel or play.  Explain how you posed questions, articulated answers.
· What are some books you particularly enjoyed? What did you dislike? Why? How did your writing and reading change as you went through each book?
· What are some goals for yourself throughout this summer as you prepare for 11/AP Lang/Lit? How does your journal reflect these goals and their importance?
· Reflect on the growth you have made over one semester of English 10A.  What helps you most as a reader?  As a writer?  How do you know you have made strides?  What have you noticed about your skills?  Habits?
· Explain your next steps for improvement?  To continue your work next year, what will you do differently?
· What techniques have you used to make your journal “yours”?  In other words, how is your writing personal to you?
· How have you carved out the time at home to write in your journal?  Has the time spent in writing been difficult to find?  How do you manage your writing time?
· Do you consider yourself a writer?  Has this changed over this semester?  What would help you grow more second semester?  Include evidence from your journal to support your ideas.
· Choose a couple of your favorite entries and talk about why these are your favorites. Read a line or two that you particularly love. 
· Choose an entry or two that is really bad and talk about why you dislike it.
· What is your favorite topic to write about? Why? Least favorite?
· How did you writing change as time went by?
· Did you consistently write for 4 months or did you find yourself rushing at the end to get caught up? What did you learn from that?
· What did you learn from this assignment about yourself?
· Compare 2 or 3 entries and discuss the differences between them.
· What is 1 piece you could go back to and make longer, revise, edit? Why would you choose that piece?
· Find an entry that connects to work we’ve done in class and discuss how it connects. 
· What should your reader take away from your notebook?
· If you had to do this same assignment next year, what would you change about it for yourself?
· Talk about yourself as a writer—what do you enjoy in writing? Dislike? Want to improve upon?
· What entries show the most growth in your writing? Why and how do these show growth? What entries are you embarrassed of or wish you hadn’t included?
· What story does your notebook tell?
· Provide evidence that will help you set goals for semester two.  What books do you plan to read?  What writing do you believe will help you grow as both a reader and a writer?
· Discuss your classic novel and how reading that book shaped you (for better or worse().
